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Race Report, Round 3 Eastern Creek

Another fantastic weekend of Sports Sedan racing was held at the Eastern Creek circuit in near perfect 
weather conditions, with our category once again putting on an excellent show with battles throughout the 
field and some great lap times. Well done to Geoff Whittaker who laid down a time of 1:32 in Race 2 on 
second hand Michelin tyres and also to Mick Johnson who improved his personal best at Eastern Creek by 
a few seconds over the weekend.

Race 3 ended up being cancelled due to delays after a driver was injured in another category, however the 
race will be included in the October event (Round 6). There will be only 8 categories running at that round 
so we will see qualifying and 4, decent length races over the weekend.

The latest word on the injured driver, Tyler Dubos, is that he has been released from hospital and is 
required to wear a neck brace for a month or so in case there are any hair-line fractures that did not show up 
in scans. I�m informed the reason it took so long (roughly 2 hours) to remove him from the car was that 
whilst the rescue team didn�t want to risk further injury to his neck, they also didn�t want to destroy his car 
in attempting to extricate him. Fortunately they were able to do so with minimal damage to the car (the seat 
was cut out and the driver removed whilst still in the seat) and no further injury to Tyler. We wish Tyler a 
full and speedy recovery and hope to see him back on track later this year (and a possible move into Sports 
Sedans in the future).

Friday Practice

A dozen or so cars attended the Friday practice sessions, with most drivers enjoying a trouble free day. 
There were a couple of minor spins as drivers explored (or went beyond) the limits of their cars on what 
was a dry track in cool but clear conditions. In fact, it was the first time this year that the Sports Sedans 
were on track in sunshine.
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Graham Smith was having issues with the engine in his Nearl Dunracin Opel Calibra, with Graham 
perplexed by the problem of the electrode on one spark plug being bent, indicating that it had been hit by 
something. A new spark plug was tried, which met with the same result. Unable to determine the cause of 
the problem, a shorter plug was used and the car ran fine for the afternoon�s sessions.

Saturday Qualifying, 15 Minutes

Saturday brought clear weather once again, however a strong westerly wind was blowing that reduced the 
temperature somewhat (in fact those of us standing to watch felt like we were back at Wakefield Park). Of 
the 23 cars entered, 22 would take to the track for qualifying, with the Alfetta of Carlo Folioni a no show.

The qualifying session was trouble free for most drivers; however Graham Smith had more engine dramas 
with the Calibra and only put down the minimum 3 laps before pulling off the track. His time of 1:35.0313 
was good enough for 3rd place on the grid but he was unable to take advantage of it with the engine damage 
proving to be permanent and his weekend was over.
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Chris Jackson in his Fuel 2 Race/CSJ Engineering Holden Calibra and Dameon Jameson in the 
Campbelltown Frames & Trusses Jaguar XKR battled it out for best lap times, with Jackson securing pole 
position with a time of 1:34.7383, just 4/100ths ahead of Jameson�s time of 1:34.7819. Geoff Whittaker, 
Fred Axisa and Simon Copping all put down 1:36 times, taking up grid positions 4, 5 & 6 respectively and 
Stuart Inwood was close behind with his 1:37 time. Steven Shiels was a little off the pace in his Blatch 
Quality Smash Repairs Chev Camaro, with his 1:39.0255 securing him 9th position on the grid. Like a 
couple of other drivers, Steve�s lap times would improve in the races.

Some Shots from Qualifying
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Race 1 � 4 Laps (Timed Race)

The weather was still clear on Saturday afternoon, still with the strong head wind for cars on the main 
straight. With Graham Smith�s Calibra out of action, 21 cars would set out on the warm-up lap for Race 1. 
Unfortunately only 19 cars would make the grid, with the Syd-Fab Racing Commodore of Michael Auld 
developing a misfire and driving straight back into the pits and the Swimart Baulkham Hills Racing Mk1 
Escort of Darren Steeden smacking the wall out of turn 3 and needing to be recovered prior to the race start.
