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Race Report ï Round 2 

 

Thanks to Steve Koen who offered to take over the role of race reporter once again for Round 2 in the 

absence of our usual contributor (who promises to be back for Round 3!). 

 

Fine sunny weather greeted 14 entrants to Round 2 of the State Championships for Sports Sedans, held over 

the 28
th
 and 29

th
 of April 2012 at Wakefield Park. All indicators were that the weekend would bring some 

great racing, especially with the appearance of Sean Sullivan in his black Sullivan Motorsport Corvette C6. 

Unfortunately, teething problems meant that Sean managed only six laps before a rear diff hanger let go, 

ending his entire weekend of motorsport. Shame, too, as he managed a 1.10 seconds on only his third lap in 

the car. The Dodge motor has heaps of power, and this car is another one to watch in the near future. 

 

 
 

Steve Shiels also suffered misfortune when after seven laps, as he was approaching turn 2, the back locked 

up and spun him around. David Cameron was close behind, but fortunately managed to miss the spinning 

Z28 Camaro. Later investigation indicated a damaged gearbox, and so after a few laps of qualifying, the 14 

entrants became only 12. 

 

 
 

Darren Saillard brought down a 5-litre BA Falcon, and proceeded to show a clean pair of high stepping 

heels to many competitors. His best lap of 61.5 seconds placed him sixth after qualifying, although the first 

eleven competitors were within 2.5 seconds of pole position winner, Chris Jackson. Chris managed 60.14 

seconds on a cold track, and better conditions might have allowed him to crack the magic 60 second barrier 

again. After Chris had completed not one but two full 14 lap practice runs on Friday, he felt that the Eastern 

Creek gremlins had been finally banished forever. History indicates that Chris might have cracked a mirror 

somewhere.  
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Anthony Macready showed that his Nissan was capable of quick times, coming in with a 60.26 second 

fastest time to give him front row alongside Chris Jackson. Anthonyôs new sponsor, Interlloy, would have 

been pleased with Anthonyôs performances over the weekend, but more of that later. Simon Copping 

brought the 5-litre Commodore into third place with a very credible 60.8 seconds, followed by Birol Cetin 

with 61.1 seconds. Billy is driving much more smoothly, apparently after discussions with Steve Vigurs. 

 

   
 

Maybe the Dunlops wouldnôt be such a problem over the colder Wakefield Park circuit. Stuart Inwood 

brought his Falcon in fifth, with a 61.2 second lap. That meant that with Darren Saillard in sixth, three of 

the first six places were held by the 5-litre former Supercars. Pretty impressive performances, against 

heavier and more powerful space frame cars. Grant Doulman came in seventh, and fortunately has suffered 

no obvious ill effects from his run of bad luck at Eastern Creek in Round 1. Scott Reed and Geoffrey 

Whittaker came next, although Geoff had some concerns with the Commodore and spent some time 

correcting difficulties. They were followed by Steve Shiels, mentioned earlier, David McGinnis, Steve 

Lacey, Sean Sullivan and with David Cameron being the only representative of Division 3 at the meeting. 

 

   
 

   
 

   
 

Race 1 was held on a warming track, but still not as sunny and warm as we know Wakefield Park can be. 

Anthony Macready had a blazing start, and jumped out ahead of Chris Jackson to lead the first lap. Chris 

was second, followed by Grant Doulman who jumped from 7
th
 on the grid to 3

rd
 on the first lap. Simon 

Copping followed, then Darren Saillard, Stuart Inwood, Geoff Whittaker, and Scott Reed.  
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David McGinnis snuck under Steve Lacey on turn 10 to take 9
th
 position, Steve Lacey 10

th
, Birol Cetin 11

th
 

and David Cameron rounding out the first lap. Birol Cetin passed Steve Lacey on lap 2, and Anthony was 

making up a huge margin over Chris Jackson. Lap 3 showed Chris Jackson still had fuel pressure problems, 

and he pitted. Geoff Whittaker had passed Stuart Inwood, and the remainder held positions. Lap 5 saw 

Darren Saillard hug the inside of turn 10 and go under Simon, moving up to 3
rd

 place. Lap 6 saw Anthony 

just about to lap David Cameron for the first time, and Geoff Whittaker had a slight excursion dropping 

him back to 10
th
 position. 

 

   
 

Macready continued to build a commanding lead, from Grant Doulman, Darren Saillard, Simon Copping 

and Stuart Inwood. Lap 9 saw Darren pass Grant to take over second position, while back in the pack Billy 

Cetin was starting his move towards the leaders. Grant Doulman took Darren once more, only to lose the 

second spot coming onto the back straight. Next lap saw Simon Copping pass Stuart Inwood, taking 4
th
 spot 

behind Grant Doulman. Darren Saillard was catching Macready, and a great dice was happening for third 

and fourth spots between Simon Copping and Stuart Inwood. Lap 13 resulted in Darren Saillard passing 

Anthony to take the lead, and they were followed by Grant Doulman, Simon Copping, Billy Cetin and 

Stuart Inwood. You could throw a blanket over these six cars, they were that close. Lap 14 saw Billy pass 

Simon, and by lap 15, he had also passed Grant to take third spot. Darren Saillard led for the last 4 of the 16 

laps, after Anthony had lead for 12. Billy Cetin was third, followed by Stuart Inwood, Simon Copping, 

Grant Doulman back in 6
th
, Scott Reed, Geoff Whittaker, Steve Lacey, David McGinnis and David 

Cameron closing the first race. 

 

 
 

Race 2, on a cold and overcast Sunday morning, showed a drag race off the start between Anthony 

Macready and Darren Saillard, with Anthony reaching the first corner in the lead. They held these positions 

for the race length, giving Anthony a well deserved race win again.

Following them into the first corner was Stuart Inwood, followed by Birol Cetin and Simon Copping 

battling for the corner position. Contact was made, but fortunately both cars continued on although Simon 

was fifth by the end of the first lap. Anthony started to stretch his lead from Darren Saillard, with Billy 

Cetin third, followed by Stuart Inwood, Simon Copping, David McGinniss, Geoff Whittaker, Chris Jackson 

already picking up several places despite a knock early on, then Scott Reed, and a gap to Steven Lacey and 

David Cameron.  

 

 
 

Grant Doulman didnôt start this race. It is interesting to see the different cornering techniques of some of 

the 5 litre cars at the end of the main straight, in comparison to the other cars. This continued for several 

laps, with Stuart Inwood dropping back to 6
th
 on lap 3. Meanwhile, Chris Jackson steadily made his way up 

the field, with 7
th
 on lap 3 before a spin in the fish hook dropped him back a few places. By the end of lap 

6, Anthony had lapped David Cameron, and Chris Jackson had passed Geoff Whittaker to move up another 

place. Lap 7, Chris also passed Stuart Inwood, then by lap 8, had also passed Scott Reed to hold 6
th
 spot. In 

the lead, Anthony played a little bit of cat and mouse, and allowed Darren to close the gap a little. 

However, Anthony then put the foot down again and streaked out to win by nearly 7 seconds from Darren 

Saillard. Simon Copping was 3
rd

, followed by Chris Jackson, Stuart Inwood, Scott Reed, David McGinniss, 

Geoff Whittaker, then Billy Cetin after contact was made with Darren Saillard in Turn 9, then Steven Lacey 

followed by David Cameron. 

 

  
 

The Trophy Race saw Simon Copping pull a blinder of a start, heading Macready into the first corner and 

holding it for the first lap. Third was Darren Saillard, followed by David McGinniss, Stuart Inwood, Scott 

Reed, Geoff Whittaker, Billy Cetin, Chris Jackson, Steven Lacey, and Grant Doulman (starting this race). 

David Cameron chose not to start this race, although Race Results show Steve Shiels tripping the Dorian 

timer. Strange, as by that time, Steve and family would have been back in Bathurst and probably would 

have had the Z28 Camaroôs transmission dismantled. I wonder if a spectator had the Dorian in their pocket 

near the finish line? By the second lap, both Anthony and Darren had passed Simon, relegating him to 

third. Geoff Whittaker did a little gardening on the back straight, dropping him all the way to the back of 

the field. Billy Cetin worked his way up to 4
th
 by lap 5, from his start at the rear of the field.  Grant 

Doulman pitted after only three laps, but showing that this car will be a fast runner when sorted a bit more.  
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Darren Saillard was chasing Anthony, and was so close that by lap 9, had passed Anthony for the lead. It 

was a short stint, however, as Anthony took the front running again and held on to win his second race of 

the weekend. Billy Cetin had a coming together in the fish hook, and finished his race prematurely. My 

take was that Billy and Darren Saillard came together, resulting in Darren dropping several places and 

recovering for a third place behind Simon Coppingôs second place. Chris Jackson took 4
th
, followed by 

Stuart Inwood, Scott Reed, David McGinniss, Geoff Whittaker and Steven Lacey.  

 

A successful weekend for Anthony Macready for his new sponsors, Interlloy, with a second and two first 

places. Nine cars finished the third race, which wasnôt too bad considering that the Steve Shiels Camaro 

and Sean Sullivanôs Dodge powered Corvette suffered during qualifying. Bring on Round 3 at Eastern 

Creek, now slightly different and also renamed. We look forward to Sean Sullivan bringing the Corvette 

back, and putting on a good show for us.
